Important Information About 

Frontline!

How it Works:

- Frontline is used topically for both dogs and cats to protect against fleas and ticks.

- The liquid disperses through the fatty acid layer of the skin in your companion’s body and

   is stored in the sebaceous glands.

- Frontline kills adult fleas within twenty-four hours.

- Frontline is not a repellant.  When the tick lands on fur treated with Frontline their mouth

  piece becomes paralyzed and they fall off.

- It is important to know that you may still see some ticks on your dog even when frontline

  is applied.  However, most will die within the first twenty-four hours before any disease

  can be transmitted.  There is no product that will prevent ticks and disease transmission

  100%, especially for animals with high tick exposure.

Before you Apply:

- If you are planning on bathing your companion you should bathe them 48 hours before

  applying Frontline.  Shampooing temporarily strips the fatty-acid layer off, which is the

  vehicle Frontline adheres to in order to work effectively.

- Using gloves when applying Frontline is an important safety measure.

- You should apply Frontline before you go to bed or work in order to allow the product to

  dry and to avoid direct contact for 24 hours.

How to Apply:

- Although the package insert indicates that Frontline can be applied in one spot, our

   Doctor’s find that it is more quickly absorbed when applied in multiple spots.

-  For Dogs: Start applying Frontline by parting fur in-between the shoulder blades and

   continue to apply in multiple spots down your companion’s back.

- For Cats: Part the fur on the back of the neck and apply.  

- It is important that you apply Frontline directly on the skin and not on the fur. 

- If the product begins to pool in one area, then you should apply the rest in a different

   spot.

- Your companion should not look like they have an oil slick down their back.

Additional Information:

- Your companion should not go swimming or be bathed 48 hours after application.

- If you must shampoo your pet, you should use a soap-free shampoo such as HyLyte.

-  If your companion has tick exposure we strongly recommend combining your use of

   Frontline with a Lyme Vaccine to protect against Lyme disease.

- No product is 100% effective but we prefer Frontline due to its high safety profile.
